You surprise me one time after another with so much of all kind and I just receive and that is the least difficulty. And so nice flowers that you have pressed of all kinds. I could hardly not believe that so many brothers and sisters, remembered that I am so old. I got a card from August and one from sister Maria, and letters. She says that Axel has now a small "bebe"-girl, and Maria has kept her for the baptism and Albin and his girl were witnesses, or sponsors as they say. So she says that Johannes and Emma, and Maria and Carl were in Knapanäs in February and congratulated Aunt Helena on her birthday, 80 years. They gave her “Rosenius dagbetraktelser”. She did not know they were coming. I wish you and I could have joined. 

When Albin came from Sunday school last Sunday, he gave me a nice bouquet of beautiful flowers which I understand Ingaborg and Martin were also on. The flowers are so expensive here. I think that the roses are 3.50 a dozen, but soon we will get flowers on our garden if it just becomes hot weather. 

On Sunday afternoon was the communion in the Church. Then we asked a couple of families home with us for soup, because we had a meeting in the evening too. The priest was here also. But no one knew it was my birthday until they saw the flowers. Ingaborg then talked about it. So at 5 o'clock came more guests. A whole load from Indiana came in an automobile, only young people.
