Dear sister Lydia with children. 

We have redemption through his blood, namely the forgiveness of sins. 

Thank you for your lovely letter that we received some time ago. The days go so fast. So how is it with you now. I heard you had pain in one foot. Can you be alone, it is too difficult when you are so old. Can you understand that we are so old? Time has gone so fast. It's like a dream when you look back. Our time is running out. Let us be watchful and ready when Jesus comes to fetch his bride, then it's good to be clothed in Christ's righteousness clothes. I can totally rely on what Christ has done for me. We hear so much preaching both in radio and in church and mission house. We hear so much and we have a faithful pastor. He preaches so well. The preachers are here very often and we were in Kråksjö yesterday. Then there were two pastors who preached. 

I must say that Frans Johansson in Tjockebo is dead. It was Albin's father in law if you know him. Although Signe's foster mother in Bondeskog is dead. Even Ruth's father in law is dead in the spring. 

I and Karl visited Ida eight days ago. She was fairly well, although she is so tired, so she must lie down for a while almost every day. She has eternal pain in the back and chest when she gets tired. We have been with Ruth and Sture in Barkabo and greeted them. So we were visiting  our mother's and father's grave. We were there and planted roses earlier and now they bloomed so much so we asked a lady to go there and see that it is in good order in future. She takes care of the grave very well so we think it's good to see the grave so nice. 

Ingrid has been home for three weeks on holiday so now she has gone back again. She must go and learn to nurse in Uppsala in three and a half years if she may have health. Axel's little blind son Arne he goes in blind school near Stockholm. He has served one term now. He has been home now for some time. He will go there again on Wednesday. Axel will travel with him to Alvesta. There they will meet someone who takes care of him. There they meet several other children coming from other places. 

Yes, now I have talked a bit about what has happened. Anny is at home and sew as usual. We have health, though I'm tired sometimes also, but I thank God for his goodness towards us. We will meet at the mercy seat every day. Pray to God for all of us.
