Dear sister Mary and Karl with family. 

It is gratifying to get letters and hear how you all are. See Karl has been ill, hope he is well again, at least better. Yes, the best time went so fast. As well is - promises shall not be broken, no, they  forever remain. Jesus sealed with his blood all of what he has promised. 

We have a lot of words of God here preached, but it is they who are blessed who hear the words of God and bear fruit for eternal life. We need to go to the throne of grace daily, it's the only place to find what the troubled heart needs.

So good that Ingrid has learned to nurse and comes home when she is badly needed. Yes, you dear sister what it is dear to be joined by once family and to live so close that they can come home and take care of you, as you are almost as old as I am. 

Linnea has sometimes come home every year and helped with what I need to have done, but now on July 9th, she married a son of trader Nelson. They have been engaged for some time. He's name is John Max Nelson. They got married in a "Prespotarian” Presbyterian Church in Seattle. It is almost the same as a "Lutterska”  Lutheran Church. I was in Seattle when they got married and that is where they live. He is one year older than Linnea. He was with Linnea last fall here with flowers for my birthday.
